The Fullness of the Eden Blessing: 8

Surrounded By The Glory
Genesis 2.25
Genesis 3.7-11
Something major happened when Adam & Eve sinned.  

· They stood in fear and ashamed

· Sin robbed them of something which they had prior to that act of rebellion

· They tried to cover up their nakedness with leaves (however much we try and cover up what we do, it is not hidden from God).
· Even after covering themselves, they still tried hid from the presence of God

· God provided alternative coverings, animal skins – (covered by blood)

What was lost that caused them such shame?

What part of the Eden Blessing did they now no longer enjoy?

Man Given The Authority & Dominion

Genesis 1.26-29

Before we answer these questions, let’s take a look at another Scripture.
God created man in His own image and gave them dominion and authority over all the earth, the creatures and the plant life.

(v28) – “then God blessed them..”
Bless – something tangible that came upon them.  The word bless can mean to invoke, to put on.  

Man Crowned With Glory
Psalm 8.4-5 (Amp)

“What is man that You are mindful of him, and the son of [earthborn] man that You care for him?   Yet You have made him but a little lower than God [or heavenly beings], and You have crowned him with glory and honor”
David considers the works of creation

Although Hebrews attributes this to Jesus it is actually talking about man.

· God created man and crowned him with glory and honour.

· It was the Glory that covered him in Eden
· Adam & Eve lost the covering of the Glory, they lost their honour,  The opposite of honour is shame – which is what they felt when they saw their nakedness. 

Sin Cuts You Off From The Glory

Romans 3.23

Here is a well known Gospel verse – but look at what it actually says:
“for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God” – sin will cause you to come short of the Glory.

“Since all have sinned and are falling short of the honor and glory which God bestows and receives” (Amp)

The Blessing Brings Greater Glory

Isaiah 61.7

Jesus quoted from this chapter in Nazareth – 
· He stated that the Holy Spirit had anointed Him – the Blessing had come upon Him. 

· This blessing (anointing) on Jesus produced manifestations of the Glory wherever He went.

The blessing will bring double honour instead of shame

The Garden of Eden was surrounded with the Glory

Luke 2.9

When Jesus was born the Glory of God surrounded the district
Sin will cause you to fall short of the Glory – but the Eden Blessing will surround you with the Glory.
